What is involved in the Spring AAC Assessment Clinic?


Graduate speech-language pathology students do the following under the supervision of a licensed and experienced speech-language pathologist: 


Work with clients and their families to identify clients’ communication skills, needs and priorities, and match these with the relevant AAC and related assistive technologies for trial and use.


Meet with clients and families 3 to 4 times (in March and April) in the Communication Disorders Clinic and in the client’s typical home, school social or work environment.


Consult with any other professionals or educators working with the clients.


Provide a written assessment report and therapy plan (in May) for clients/families to use when they continue with therapy in the UCF Communication Disorders Clinic or elsewhere.





What type of follow-up services can be provided?


After the AAC Assessment is completed, FAAST staff can:


Work with clients and their families to secure necessary funding to purchase relevant AAC technologies.


Offer ongoing therapy to ensure effective use of AAC technologies and/or to target speech and language skills.
